· Volunteer Work Teams - We plan to assemble a work team or teams over the coming months and coordinate with MNA (Mission to North America) on specific locations where our help may be needed.

· There is also a possibility that we will work in conjunction with Samaritan’s Purse who is concentrating on reconstruction.  They have started in Alabama and will work their way west.

· Organizers - We are looking for a few volunteers to organize and oversee a canned food / clothing / diapers /  misc. supplies drive.

· We will collect these items at the church and store them until our presbytery has arranged to transport them.

· These items will be forwarded to either our MNA contacts, a specific PCA church, or to any other urgent need that may arise.

· Adopting a Church - We are exploring the option of adopting a PCA church in the Gulf region.  

· Financial Gifts - Special offerings have been taken and will be taken.

· Some will be sent to MNA

· Some will be used to accommodate any teams that are sent from RCF.

· Some may be used to purchase supplies that are requested from our contacts.

· Some may be used to help with anyone in our congregation who has offered to house evacuees.

· Diaconal Help - We will also be using funds from the Deacon’s budget to support these efforts where needed.

· We have already purchased $1000 of water, canned food, toiletries, etc.  These items were transported to Mississippi via New City Fellowship.

· We have agreed to be a safety valve for Caretakers.  They are gathering food and clothes at Ingles in Trenton and may need funds to cover gas expenses.

Local Opportunities to Help
